Description:
e Prerequisite: Minimum grade of “C” in MAC 1102, MAC 1104 or MAC-1105; or an appropriate score on an
approved assessment.

e Topics include a symbolical, graphical and numerical analysis of trigonometric functions; solutions of plane
triangles and vectors.

e Applications emphasizing connections with other disciplines and with the real world will be included.

e Technical tools will be utilized in addition to analytical methods.

e Gordon Rule course. Minimum grade of “C” required if MAC 1114 is used to satisfy Gordon Rule and
general education requirement.

e Credit not given for both MAC 1114 and MAC 1132 nor MAC 1114 and MAC 1142, nor for MAC 1114 and
MAC 1147.

Required Materials
e Text: Analytic Trigonometry with Applications, Barnett, Ziegler and Byleen, Tenth Edition
e Calculator: A graphing calculator that does not perform symbolic manipulations is required. The TI-83 or
TI-84 is used for in-class demonstrations and is particularly recommended.

Attendance:
e You are expected to attend every class meeting, unless an illness or emergency makes it impossible for
you to do so.

e Absences are never excused, regardless of the reason, and will always be counted against the maximum
allowed number of absences (please see below).

e You are responsible for any information and/or assignments given during class, whether you are present or
not. In the event that you anticipate the need to miss a class period, and you desire to get credit for any
test or quiz to be given during the class you will miss, you need to discuss the situation with your instructor,
prior to the absence, and attempt to identify the manner in which you will submit the assignment, test,
quiz early.




You will not be allowed to “make up” assignments that you miss due to an absence. If you are absent
on a day that an in-class activity occurs for credit or extra credit, your grade may be adversely affected.
You are expected to be in class on time, and to remain in class for the entire period unless permission to
leave early has been granted by the instructor. It is disruptive to arrive or depart while class is in session.
Students who are more than ten (10) minutes late will be marked as absent for the entire class.
Students who miss fifteen percent (15%) or more of scheduled classes, regardless of reason, and who
have not maintained a class average of a “C”, are subject to be withdrawn by the instructor. In the event
that your personal circumstances are such that you may have more than this number of absences, it is
YOUR responsibility to meet with the instructor and to provide compelling argument as to why your success
may be expected, and why you should not be withdrawn, from this class.

Homework Assignments:

v' Homework is assigned for each textbook section addressed and is based directly on problems found in
your textbook.

v" The homework is detailed on the “Homework Assignments” link on the class website.

v" Unless otherwise specified, all homework is due at the beginning of the next class period after the
subject matter is scheduled to be addressed in class. Note: If it is necessary for you to miss a class on
the day that a homework assignment is due, either a) arrange to turn-in the assignment ahead of time,
or b) forward your completed assignment to your instructor by email before the end of the day that the
assignment is due.

v" Homework is assigned as a “learning tool”. Accordingly it is essential for your success in this
course for you to be able to demonstrate your ability to accurately complete each assignment.

v" You may work independently, or in groups to complete the homework assignments.

v' When submitting your assignments you are to include sufficient steps to convince me that you actually
did the work, understood the material and did not simply ‘copy’ an answer from the back of the book or
from another student.

v' Please note that the number of problems included in an individual homework ‘set’ has been designed
so that it should take you no more than one (1) hour to complete an individual problem set. This time is
in addition to the time you may take studying your textbook.

v Itis suggested that you attempt to develop the skills so that you can complete an individual homework
assignment in less than 30 minutes. When you develop this skill level you may anticipate success on
the number of questions that will be found on in-class tests and the final exam.

Online (Blackboard) Assignments: This class will utilize the Valencia College Blackboard resource for

online learning in order to: (a) assure that all students have developed the basic, essential online learning

skills necessary to begin to partake in the advantages of online educational classes and (b) gauge the
ability and willingness of each student to properly prepare for each class that he/she will attend.

v" A quiz regarding the contents of this syllabus must be taken and a score of 100% earned within the first
week of class. This quiz will be found posted on the Backboard resource, will be computer-graded with
results available immediately, and may be taken a number of times. If not completed within the time
period specified, a student will be dropped from the class unless some very, very compelling reasons
are brought to the attention of, and discussed with the instructor.

v" One part of the proper preparation for each class is that the student is REQUIRED to read and
attempted to understand the sections in the textbook that will be addressed during the next scheduled
face-to-face class. In order to make an assessment of the student’s success in this essential area, a




one-question quiz will be posted on Blackboard for each section of the textbook to be covered. This
quiz will be computer-scored and the results entered into the Blackboard Grade Book. Students will be
restricted to taking each quiz only ONE TIME and the availability of the quiz will expire at 8:00AM of the
day that the subject matter is to be discussed. It is strongly suggested that all students study the
assigned material before taking the test and that this studying be done during the days before the
scheduled class period.
¥v" One essential component in a collegiate education is that students develop a skill that will allow them to
develop and work in a peer-to-peer environment where ideas and opinions (both good and bad) are
freely expressed and exchanged. The Blackboard “Discussion” resource will be utilized to assist the
development of students skills in this area. It is anticipate that participation in a discussion will be
required about once every week or ten days of this term.
e In-Class Tests:
v" There will be a total of four (4) chapter tests administered in class.
v"In order to account for an emergency absence or a single bad day, the lowest test score will be
dropped when calculating the final average.
You are given test dates ahead of time — see “Tentative Schedule” on the class website.
If something will prevent you from taking an test, you must contact me before the test to discuss the
option of an earlier date/time to take the test.
v Failure to contact me before the scheduled test time will result in a zero on the test, no matter why
you missed it (extreme illness with doctor’s notes are unlikely to be an exception).
There will be no makeup tests at all whatsoever, unless deemed necessary by me.
This is college and you must take the responsibility to make sure you are here and prepared on test
days.
e Final Exam:
v" The Final Exam will be held during the last class meeting on Tuesday, April 24, 2012 in our regularly
scheduled classroom from 3:45 pm to 6:15 pm. Please note that this time may vary slightly from the
‘official’ schedule.
v' The final exam will address all textbook sections assigned for study this term.
